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Hello Friends,

Happy New Year!  As we return from our annual winter shutdown, we begin to focus our efforts on the
year ahead.  For Nuvera, 2008 will be the year of manufacturing.  

For a company that has a long and formidable history in research and development, incorporating
manufacturing into our organization was—and is—a significant step.  Over the last 18 months, a
detailed manufacturing plan was developed and executed, with strategic progress in several
key areas: we moved into our new facility with over 50,000 sq. ft of manufacturing space, we
implemented product lifecycle management software company-wide, and we launched Lean
Manufacturing processes including JIT, Kanban, Kaizen and 5S.

Since Henry Ford’s Model T and the invention of the assembly line, manufacturers have
looked to streamline their processes, increase production and improve quality.  With the
implementation of our manufacturing plan, Nuvera is prepared to meet the rigorous pace
and requirements of a manufacturing facility.  

Nuvera manufactures its own proprietary fuel cell stacks and PowerFlowTM systems.  We
virtually manufacture, through our integrated supply chain, our ForzaTM and PowerTapTM

systems.    

Nuvera is working closely with a supplier to design an automated cell assembly machine,
that will enable us to assemble a complete 40 cell stack in under 15 minutes.  We should
see the shipment and implementation of this machine in early 2009.

Our PowerFlow system is also fully assembled in house, and in December alone, we saw the
shipment of 14 units to our partner, East Penn Manufacturing.  These units will be integrated
into ReadyPowerTM fuel cell/battery hybrid packs for forklift trucks, and then shipped to our first
beta material handling customers in the first half of the year.  This build allowed us to further
formalize our manufacturing processes for both PowerFlow and our fuel cell stacks.  

The manufacturing approach for our large scale Forza fuel cell system and our PowerTap
hydrogen infrastructure follows a significantly different method.  For Forza, we are outsourcing
the production of the balance of plant components, while retaining the stack manufacturing in-
house.  For PowerTap, we rely heavily on our integrated supply chain for manufacturing;
acting as designer and integrator only.  We will work closely with our supply chain in 2008 to
strengthen our relationships, ensuring the highest quality and on-time deliveries.

Now that the foundation of our manufacturing business is in place, we are prepared to scale up
in production to respond to market needs—whether that means producing 100, 1000 or 10,000
units.  As a company, this is a time of tremendous growth—the gap between technology,
product development and manufacturing is shrinking, and our team is working closer together
than ever before.  From concept to production, we are forming a collective view of the future.
And what we see is an expertly manufactured fuel cell system, ready to be put to work.

Three Nuvera fuel cell-powered Fiat Pandas were on display at a Catholic youth
rally in Loreto, Italy, on September 2, 2007 to support the religious festival’s
decidedly eco-friendly theme.  In addition to the hydrogen cars on display, each
participant was given an orange backpack made out of recycled nylon, filled with
biodegradable plates, bags for recycling and a hand cranked battery charger.
Additionally, trees were planted in areas of Southern Italy to make up for the
carbon dioxide emissions generated by the event.  

Pope Benedict XVI spoke at the gathering, delivering a homily that addressed,
among other things, the threat of climate change on the planet.  “We need a
decisive ‘Yes’ to safeguarding creation and a strong commitment to reverse these
tendencies which risk bringing us to a situation of irreversible (environmental)
degradation.  That is why I appreciate the initiative of the Italian Church to
promote greater sensitivity to the problems of protecting the environment by
designating a national day for this purpose on September the first.”

The rally was organized by the Italian Bishop’s Conference, whose members rode to and from the event in the hydrogen-powered
Pandas.  Loreto is home to one of Italy’s most important shrines to the Virgin Mary, called the Holy House.  The cottage is said to
be the home in Nazareth where Mary grew up, which was transported by angels to Loreto from the Holy Land in 1294 to escape the
turmoil of the Crusaders.

Centro Ricerche Fiat (CRF) presented three Nuvera Fuel Cell-powered
Panda cars to the municipality of Mantova, Italy on September 21, 2007
as part of the Zero Regio Project.  Zero Regio is an integrated project
aimed at developing and demonstrating zero emission road transport
systems in normal daily use in Mantova and Frankfurt, Germany.  The
three hydrogen Pandas were presented alongside an ENI multi-fuel
refilling station, offering pressurized hydrogen at 350 bar.  At the
conclusion of the event, the vehicles were immediately put to use in a
number of different civic applications.

“We are pleased to provide the fuel cell fleet for the Mantova portion of
the Zero Regio Project,” commented Paolo Delzanno, of CRF.  “The
Pandas are the most progressive hydrogen cars CRF has
manufactured to date—featuring Nuvera’s superior AndromedaTM fuel cell
stack and the latest developments in fuel cell/automobile integration.”

Zero Regio, a two-phase, five-year project funded by the European
Commission, launched in November, 2004, and will conclude in 2008.
The demonstration phase of the project officially launched with the
presentation of the Panda fleet, and will be accompanied by data
evaluation with respect to energy efficiency, environmental impact and
socio-economic aspects.  The results obtained by this project will
contribute to the objective of the European Commission of replacing 5%
of motor fuel in road transport by hydrogen by the year 2020.
